What this fund does

The fund managers take a long-term investment horizon while seeking new ideas in unloved
areas of the market. Great emphasis is placed on valuation and bottom-up fundamental
analysis, as they endeavour to build a high conviction portfolio of stocks which trade at a
significant discount to their estimate of fair value.

Fund objective

The Fund aims to achieve long-term (5 years plus) capital growth. The Fund invests at least
80% of its assets in shares or other equity related securities of companies incorporated,
domiciled or carrying out the main part of their economic activity in Asia and Australasia,
including Japan. In pursuing the Fund’s investment objective, the fund manager may consider
it appropriate to also invest in other transferable securities (including non Asian or Australasian
companies), money-market instruments, collective investment schemes (including funds
managed by the Invesco group), deposits and cash.

Distribution frequency: How often dividends and/or interest generated by an investment product are disbursed to investors.

Holdings: The contents of an investment portfolio or fund, including any products like equities, bonds or ETFs.

ICVC: Investment Company with Variable Capital. A type of collective investment portfolio that invests in different equities, bonds and other securities.
