What this fund does

The fund aims to generate a rising level of income together with long-term capital growth by
investing primarily in European equities, excluding the UK. The fund strategy rests primarily on
rigorous fundamental analysis, seeking to invest in companies with attractive valuations and
having the potential to pay and grow their dividends, and deliver capital appreciation. Avoiding
reliance on short-term trends and following the principle that valuation is the key determinant of
future returns over the longer term sits at the heart of the investment philosophy.

Fund objective

The Fund aims to achieve income and capital growth over the long term (5 years plus). The
Fund invests at least 80% of its assets in shares or other equity related securities of
companies incorporated, domiciled or carrying out the main part of their economic activity in
Europe, excluding the UK. In pursuing the Fund’s investment objective, the fund manager may
consider it appropriate to also invest in other transferable securities (including non European
companies), money-market instruments, collective investment schemes (including funds
managed by the Invesco group), deposits and cash.

Country of risk: Used to classify stocks, identifies the main country of operations/ exposure of a firm.

Distribution frequency: How often dividends and/or interest generated by an investment product are disbursed to investors.

Historic yield: Historic Yield reflects distributions declared over the past twelve months as a percentage of the mid-market price of the fund, as at the date shown. Investors may be
subject to tax on their distributions

Holdings: The contents of an investment portfolio or fund, including any products like equities, bonds or ETFs.

ICVC: Investment Company with Variable Capital. A type of collective investment portfolio that invests in different equities, bonds and other securities.

Index: A collection of stocks chosen to represent the performance of a particular market or sector, e.g. FTSE 100 or S&P 500.

Market capitalization: How much a company is worth as determined by the stock market. Calculated as the total market value of all shares.

Portfolio characteristics: The contents of an investment portfolio or fund, including any products like equities, bonds or ETFs (Exchange Traded Funds).
